Volunteer Job Descriptions 
**Positions with asterisks require golf knowledge 

REGISTRATION           

Professional and Amateur Registration   (Saturday, Sept. 11- Sunday, Sept 12) (5-6) All Day 
Volunteers will work aside LPGA staff members to set up registration for professionals and amateurs and meet and greet players 
as they arrive. Gift bags and tournament information will be distributed and charity raffle tickets will be sold during registration.  
Heavy lifting may be required. 
 
Volunteer Registration (Saturday, Sept. 11 - Wednesday, Sept 15) (2) All Day 
Volunteer will be responsible for checking in all volunteers and contact Captains for job placement. 
 

SET-UP & SUPPLY          

On-Course Set-Up (Friday, Sept 10 - Sunday, Sept 12) (6) Early Morning and All Day 
Volunteers place par/yardage and sponsor signs on holes, set up tables/chairs in scoring tents, place banners on course, assist 
sponsors with demo and display tents, hang and place signage at various sites around the course, staking and roping, etc. 
Volunteers will also work alongside LPGA staff to ensure that demo and display areas  at practice facility are set up properly. And 
assist sponsors in moving their materials to and from storage areas each day. Heavy lifting may be required. 
 

On-Course Food & Beverage and Ecology (Friday, Sept 10 - Wednesday, Sept 15) (4) Early Morning and All Day 

Volunteers set up beverage stations on several areas of the course. Each day volunteers will continually refill all 
beverage stations replenish fruit/snacks on the golf course and make sure there is sufficient ice, etc. Volunteers will 
also assist golf staff to refreshing garbage stations throughout course. Heavy lifting may be required. 
 
 

SCORING          

Scoreboard Assistant  (Monday, Sept 13 ɀ Wednesday, Sept 15) (1) Afternoon 
Volunteers will work closely with the golf staff running the scoreboard, reading scores, and running scorecards from the scoring 
tent to the scoreboard, etc. 
 

**Scorers  (Monday, Sept 13 ɀ Wednesday, Sept 15) (4) Afternoon 
Volunteers will be positioned in the scoring tent, collect scorecards, confirm that necessary signatures are present, etc. 
 

STARTERS          

**Starters  (Monday, Sept 13 ɀ Wednesday, Sept 15) (4) Morning and Afternoon 
Volunteers will be responsible for starting each group on time, announcing the names and hometowns of the contestants and 
communicating any information in terms of local rules, hole location changes, marking balls, etc. 
 

FORECADDIES/SPOTTERS       

**Timers  (Monday, Sept 13 ɀ Wednesday, Sept 15) (10) All Day 
Volunteer Timers will be positioned on the golf course and be given a stopwatch, two-way radio and timing sheet to monitor and 
record the pace of play of each group.  Timers will communicate with Tournament Officials if a group is found to be out of 
position on the golf course. 
 
Spotters  (Monday, Sept 13 ɀ Wednesday, Sept 15) (4) All Day 
Various holes on the course will require spotters to assist players in the location of their ball. 
 

STANDARD BEARERS         

**Standard-Bearers  (Wednesday, Sept 15) (3-4) All Day 
Volunteers accompany the lead groups during final round and keep and update unofficial scores in relation to par on the 
Standard Sign 
 

GENERAL          

Gift Bag Setup and Stuffing (Thurs. Sept 9- Friday, Sept 10) (2 volunteers) All Day 
Help with setup before gift bag assembly by setting out products and gifts on tables. Will require moderate to heavy physical 
activity.  On Friday, August 10 these bags will be filled with items such as golf balls, towels, brochures, etc. in an “assembly-line.” 
At least two volunteers will need to be capable of heavy physical activity.   
 
Promotional Contests (Saturday, Sept 11 & Sunday, Sept 12 (4-8) All Day 
We will be conducting special contests for professionals and amateurs.  Volunteers will coordinate participation of professionals, 
and amateurs in all contests; keeping score for the putting contest, measuring drives for the long drive contest, etc. 
 
**Equipment Surveys (Monday, Sept 13) (4) All Day 
Volunteers are to survey each participant on their equipment usage on the 1st and 10th Starting Tee.
